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The African Courton Human and Peoples’ Rights and the African
Commission on Human and Peoples’ Rights held their Third Joint
Meeting in Arusha, the United Republic of Tanzania, from-229
April 2010.

This Third Meeting focused on the Internal Rules of Procedure of the
Court relating to complementarity while the previous two Meetings
which held respectively in Arusha, Tanzania from-147 July 2009,

and in Dakar, Senegal from 216 October 2009, dwelt exclusively
on the provisions of the Internal Rules of Procedure thod
Commission.

At the end of this meeting, the Court and the Commission finalized
the harmonization of the provisions of their respective Internal Rules
of Procedure which govern relations between both institutions.

Decisions taken at the end of this Megtwill enable the Commission
and the Court to adopt their final Internal Rules and this marks a
major step forward for both institutions which are today the guarantors
of human rights protection in the Continent.
